The American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 continues the

ally all equipment.

m This is designed for small companies, so the deduction begins to phase
out when a business purchases more than $800,000 of equipment in one
year.

m The bill also extends bonus depreciation, which gives businesses of all sizes
a more substantial first-year deduction than traditional depreciation rules

have allowed.*
*(Companies cannot write off more than their taxable income).
